WHEHEAS there was this day read at the Board 
a Report from the Right Honourable the Lords of 
the Committee of Council for the Affairs of Guernsey 
and Jersey, dated the 24th day of August, 1918, in 
the words following, viz. :-

"YOUR MAJESTY having been pleased, by 
Your General Order of Reference of the lOth day of 
May, 1910, to refer unto this Committee the humble 
Petition of the States of the Island of Guernsey 
setting forth :-.( 1) that by the provisions of the' Loi 
relative au Cadastre General de l'Ile ' confirmed by an 
Order of Y OD,r Majesty in Council of the 17th day of 
December, 1914, registered in the Island of Guerns~y 
on the 2nd day of ~Tanuary, 1915, it is enacted that all 
States or Parochial Taxes on landed property shall be 
levied in conformity with a Cadastre, which shall be 
under the charge of a States Committee, and shall be 
rectified year by year or more often at the expense of 
the States, with the exception of the payment of the 
experts appointed by the Parishes under Article 3 of 
the Law: (2) that, in providing for the rectification 
of the Cadastre, Art.icle 7 of the Law requires the 
States Treasur~r, conjointly with the Constables of 
each Parish, to give official notice each year that the 
part of the Cadastre which has reference to a Parish 
will be exhibited for the inspection of the Ratepayers 
in a place in the said Parish specified in the notice, 
for the space of 10 days in the first fortnight of the 
Illonth of December, and further provision is made to 
ailow a Ratepayer notifying the Constables of the 
Parish of any incorrectness in the Cadastre before the 
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end of the month of December: (3) that in succeed- __ 1_91_8 __ 

ing Articles of the Law the Constables are required, 
before the end of the following January, to forward 
such notification, together with the observations of 
the Douzaine to the States Treasurer, who before the 
1st day of the month of Ma.rch is obliged to furnish the 
Constables of each Parish with a copy of the portion 
of the Cadastre, affecting the Parish, rectified by the 
States Committee: (4) that towards the end of the 
year 1917 the President of the States Committee, 
who is also the States Treasurer, finding that for 
various reasons he was not in possession of the in-
formation needed for the exhibition of the Cadastre 
in the several Parishes of the Island during the first 
fortnight in the month of December, as required by 
Article 7 of the Law, instructed the King's Procurcur 
to prepare and present to the Royal Court a Bill or 
, Projet de Loi,' supplemental to the sa.id Law of 
1914, having the effect of postponing the several dates 
set out in the Law for the purpose of rectifying the 
Cadastre for the year 1918: (5) that on the 1st day 
of December, 1917, the Royal Court adopted the Bill 
or ' Projet de Loi,' and requested the Bailiff to bring 
the same before the States of Deliberation in order 
that, if approved, it should be submitted to Your 
Majesty in Council for Your Royal Sanction : (6) -,' 
that on the 19th day of December, 1917, the States 
took into consideration and rejected the said Bill : 
(7) that in the month of April, 1918, the Constables of 
the 10 Parishes of the Island, on behalf of their re-
spective Douzaines, presented a Petition, dated the 
3rd April, 1918, to the President of the States setting 
out the difficulties cxisting in the levying of Parochial 
Taxes for the year 1918 in consequence of the non­
compliance with the Law of 1914, with regard to the 
rectification of the Cadastre, and submitting for the 
consideration of the States a scheme for a Bill or 
, Projet de Loi' supplemental to the Law of 1914 :

__ 19_1_8_ (8) that on the 22nd day of April, 1918, the States 
of Deliberation approved the principles of the scheme, 
and requested the Royal Court to prepare a Bill or 
'Projet de Loi' based on the principles of the 
Scheme: (9) that in accordance with the. States' 
Resolution the Law Officers of the Crown prepared 
and submitted a Bill or ' Projet de Loi ' to the Royal 
Court which, after hearing Council for the Petitioners, 
adopted the Bill with nl0difications, and requested 
the Bailiff to bring the same before the States for 
their approval: (10) that on the lOth day of July, 
1918, the said Bill or ' Projet de Loi ' was approved 
by the States with certain modifications, and the 
President was authorized to present a humble Peti­
tion to Your. Majesty in: Council praying for Your 
Majesty's Royal Sanction thereto: (11) that the said 
Bill or ' Projet de Loi,' as modified and adopted by 
the States, is intituled ' Loi portant modification it 
la Loi relative au Cadastre General de l'Ile,' and is 
in the words and figures sct forth in the Schedule 
attached to the said Petition: And most humbly 
praying that Your Majesty would he graciously 
pleased to grant Your Royal Sanction to the Bill or 
, Projet de Loi ' intituled ' Loi portant modification 
it la Loi relative au Cadastre General de l'Ile,' and to 
order and direct that the same might have the force 
8f Law within the Island of Guernsey: 

" TliE LOI~DS OF THE COMMlTTEE, in obedi­
ence to Your Majesty's said Order of Reference, havo 
taken the said Petition, and the said 'Projet de 
Loi ' into consideration, and do this day agree humbly 
to report, as their opinion, to Your Majesty, that it 
may be advisable for Your Majesty to conlply with 
the prayer of the said Petition, and to approve of and 
ratify the said' Projet de Loi.' 

HIS MA.JESTY, having taken the said Report 
into consideration, is pleased, by and with the advice 
of His Privy Council, to approve of and ratify the 
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1!1l R said" Projet de Loi," and to order, as it is hereby 
----

ordered, that the same shall have the force of Law 
within the Is l and of Guernsey. 

And His Majesty doth hereby further direct that 
this Order, and the said • Projet de Loi" (a copy 
whereof is hereunto annexed), be entered upon the 
Register of the Island of Guernsey and observed 
accordingly. 

And the Lieutenant-Governor or Comnlander-in­
Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and 
Jurats, and all other His Majesty's Officers, for the 
time being, in the said Is]and~ and all other persons 
whom it may concern, are to take notice and govern 
themselves accordingly.
