\VHEREAS there was this day read at the Loi relative a 
Board a Report from the Right Honourable the i~onstitution 
Lords of the Con1mittee of Council for the Affairs d'un Conseil 
(Jf Guernsey and Jersey, dated the sth day of d'Education. 

July, 1916, in the words following, viz.:-
" YOUR 1\tiAJESTY having been pleased, by 

Your General Order of Reference of the 1oth day 
of May, 1910, to refer unto this Committee the 
humble Petition of the States of the Island of 
Guernsey setting forth :-r( I) That on the 8th 
June, 1910, the States of !the Island of Guernsey 
appointed a Con1mittee to inquire into the exist­
ing system of Education in the different grades 
of Public Schools subsidized by the States, and 
to indicate in ·what manner this system could be 
re-organized in order to prevent overlapping 
between then1, and, if possible, to reduce the cost 
of Education: (2) that on the 17th June, 1914, 
a Report prepared by the said Committee was 
submitted to the States, when, after debate and 
full consideration, a Committee was appointed 
to prepare a draft for the Constitution of a General 
Committee of Education for the Island, and to 
report to the States on all questions relating 
thereto, provided always that the rights and, 
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powers of Parochial Committees were not to be 
interfered with : (3) that on the 22nd January, 
1915, the Report of the Committee appointed on 
the 17th June, 1914, was submitted to the States, 
when a Resolution '~las passed approving of the 
formation of a Committee of Education for the 
Island, to be composed of the existing Commit­
tees of the Intermediate and Primary Schools, 
such Committee to be named 'The States Com­
mittee for Education,' and the other points sug­
gested in the Report were referred to this latter 
Committee for consideration and Report : (4) that 
on the 28th July, 1915, the Report of this Com­
mittee was taken into consideration by the States 
and a Resolution was passed approving the sanw, 
and requesting the Royal Court to prepare a 
' Bill ' or' Projet de Loi ' in accordance with the 
recommendations contained therein : (5) that on 
the 6th November, 191 5, a ' Bill ' or ' Pro jet cle 
Loi ' prepared by the Law Officers of the Crown, 
was submitted to and approved by the Royal 
Court, and the Bailiff was requested to lay the 
same before the States of the Island for their 
approval : ( 6) that at a n1eeting of the States of 
the Island held on the 8th December, 1915, the 
said ' Bill ' or ' Projet de Loi ' was, with slig.ht 
modifications, approved and adopted, and the 
President of the States was authorized to present 
a most humble Petition to Your Majesty praying 
for Your Royal Sanction to the same : ( 7) that 
the said ' Bill ' or ' Projet de Loi ' as finally 
adopted by the States, is intituled ' Loi relative a 
la Constitution d 'un Conseil d' Education,' and 
is in the words and figures set forth in the Schedule 
to the said Petition : And most humbly praying 
that Your Majesty would be graciously pleased 
to grant Your Royal Sanction to the ' Bill ' or 
I Projet de Loi J intituled ' Loi relative a la Con-
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stitution d'un Conseil d'Education," and to __ 1_9_16 __ 

order and direct that, as from the date of the 
registration thereof, the same might have the 
force of Law within the Island of Guernsey : 

" The Lords of the Committee, in obedience to 
Your l\1ajesty's said Order of Reference, have 
taken the said Petition and the said ' Projet de 
Loi ' into consideration, and do this day agree 
humbly to report as their opinion to Your Majesty 
that it may be advisable for Your Majesty to 
comply with the prayer of the said Petition, and 
to approve of and ratify the said' Pro jet de Loi.' " 

HIS MAJESTY, having taken the said Report 
into consideration, is pleased, by and with the 
advice of His Privy Council, to approve of and 
ratify the said" Projet de Loi," and to order, as 
it is hereby ordered, that, as from the date of the 
registration of this Order, the same shall have the 
force of law within the Island of Guernsey. 

AND HIS MAJESTY doth hereby further 
direct that this Order, and the said " Projet de 
Loi " (a copy whereof is hereunto annexed) be 
entered upon the Register of the Island of 
Guernsey, and observed accordingly. 

Anrl the Lieutenant-Governor or Comn1ander­
in-Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and 
J urats, and all other His Majesty's Officers, for 
the time being, in the said Island, and all other 
persons -vvhom it may concern, are to take notice 
and govern themselves accordingly.
