Perition of the States of the Island of Guernsey 

setting forth :-(I) That on the 8th June, 1910. the 
States of the Island of Guernsey appointed a Com­
mittee to inquire into the existing system of Edu­
cation in the different grades of Public Schools 
subsidized by the States, and to indicate in what 
manner this system could be re-organised in order 
to prevent overlapping between them, and, if pos­
sible, to reduce the cost of Education: (2) that on 
the 17th June, 1914, and at an adjourneq Meeting 
held on the 1st July, 1914, the Report of the said 
Committee was submitted to and considered by the 
States·, which body rejected certain proposals of 
the Committee referring· to the amendment of the 
Law on Compulsory Education sanctioned by an 
Order of Her late :Majesty in Council on the 17th 
September, 1900, and registered on the records of 
this Island on the 1~th October, 1900: (3) that on 
the 1st September, 1915, a letter addressed to the 
President of the States by the President of the 
States Education Committee, referring to the same 
subject, and suggesting certain amendments to the 
afore-mentioned Law of 1900 (these amendments 
being modifications of those rejected by the States 
on the 1st July, 1914) was submitted to and con­
sidered by the States, when the amendments there­
in contained were adopted, and the Royal Court 
was requested to prepare a ' Bill ' or ' Projet de 
Loi ' to give effect to the Resoh.ttions of th~ St~tes 
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on the subject : (4) ~hat accordingly, on the 13th 
November, 1915, a ' Bill ' or ' Projet de Loi,' em­
bodying the afore-mentioned amendments, pre­
pared by the Law Officers of the Crown, was 
adopted by the Royal Court, and the Bailiff was re­
quested to lay the same before the States of the 
Island for their approval : (5) that at a l\Ieeting of 
the States of the Island held on the 8th December, 
1915, the said 'Bill' or 'Projet de Loi' was, with 
slight modifications, approved and adopted, and 
the President of the States was authorised to pre­
sent a most humble Petition, to Your :Majesty, 
praying for Your Royal Sanction to the same : (6) 
that the said ' Bill ' or ' Projet de Loi,' as finally 
adopted by the States is intituled ' Loi supplemen­
taire a la Loi relative a I'Education Primaire Obli­
gatoire,' and is in the words and figures set forth 
in the Schedule to the said Petition : And most 
humbly praying that Your :Majesty vvould be gra­
ciously pleased to g·ive Your Royal Sanction to the 
said ' Bill 'or ' Projet de Loi ' intituled ' Loi suppl<'·­
mentaire a Ia loi relative a ]'Education Primaire 
Obligatoire' and to order and direct that, as from 
the date of the registration thereof, the same mig·ht 
have the force of Law within the Island of Gut>rn­
sey: 

" THE LoRDS OF THE Col\DIITTEE, in obedience 
to Your :Majesty's said Order of Reference, ]w.ye 
taken the said Petition and the said ' Projet de Loi , 
into consideration, and do this day agree humbly to 
report, as their opinion, to Your Majesty, that it 
may be advisable for Your lVIajesty to comply with 
the prayer of the said Petition, and to approYe of 
and ratify the said ' Projet de Loi.' " 

HIS MAJESTY, having taken the said Report 
into consideration, is pleased, by and with the 
advice of His Privy Council, to approve of and 
ratify the said " Projet de Loi," and to order, as it 
is hereby ordered, that, as from the date of the re­
gistration of this Order, the same shall have the 
force of law within the Island of Guernsey. 

And His Majesty doth hereby further direct 
that this Order, and the said " Projet de Loi " (a 
copy whereof is hereunto annexed), be entered 
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upon the Register of the Island of Guernsey, and 1916 
observed accordingly. ---,...---

And the Lieutenant-Governor or Commander-in­
Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and 
J urats, and all other His l\lajesty's Officers, for the 
time being, in the said Island, and all other persons 
whom it may concern, are to take notice and govern 
themselves accordingly.

IJ.-Any parent who, after having been warned Penalties. 
so to do, shall refuse or neglect, either to give a 
child of school -age under his care an education 
equal to that which is given in a primary school 
subsidized by the States, or to send him to one of 
the said schools, shall be liable to a fine not exceed-
ing five shillings sterling, and in default of pay-
ment to two days' imprisonment. 

(a) Any parent who shall have sent his child to 
school in an unclean state either as rega.rds 
his person or his clothing, or in any state 
whatsoever which will prevent him from 
associating freely with other scholars; 

(b) Any parent who shall have withdrawn his 
child from school without reasonable and 
sufficient cause; 

shall be deemed not to have sent his child to school, 
and consequently to be liablei to the penalties im-
posed by this Article. 

In case of a second or further offence, the penalty 
may be increased to a fine not exceeding One pound 
sterling, or to imprisonment, at the discretion of 
the Court, not exceeqing eight days. 

ADDITIONAL ARTICLE. 

In the above Law relating to Compulsory Pri­
mary Education, the words " Education Council " 
shall be substituted for the words "States Com­
mittee for Parochial Education," and "States Com­
mittee."
