1910, to refer unto this Committee the humble Peti­
tion of the States of the Island of Guernsey, setting 
forth (1) that on the 1st October, 1919, the States 
of Deliberation took into consideration a Petition 
signed by the Manager of the Guernsey Electric 
Light and Power Company, Ltd., and presented by 
several members of the States, praying for a modi­
fication of Article XL, sub-section 2, paragraph 1, 
of the Order in Council of the 16th November, 1917, 
giving the said Company powers to raise the maxi­
mum price per unit of electricity to one shilling per 
unit, for reasons set forth in the said Petition; and 
the States adopted a Resolution acceding to the 
prayer of the Petitioners, and requested the Royal 
Court to prepare a Bill or Projet de Loi giving effect 
to the said Resolution: (2) that on the 23rd October, 
1919, the Royal Court adopted a Projet de Loi, 
prepared by the Attorney-General, and requested 
the Bailiff to submit the same to the States f.or 
their approval: (3) that on the 19th November, 
1919, the said Proj et de Loi was approved by the 
States, and the President was authorized to present 
a most humble Petition to Your Majesty in Council 
praying for Your Royal Sanction thereto: (4) that 
the Projet de Loi is intituled ' Loi portant modifica-
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tion it la Loi relative it la fourniture de la Lumiere 
artificielle au moyen de l'electricite,' and is in the 
words and figures set forth in the Schedule to the 
said Petition: And most humbly praying that Your 
Majesty would be graciously pleased to grant Your 
Royal Sanction to the said Projet de Loi, and to 
order and direct that from the date of the regis­
tration thereof on the Records of the Island of 
Guernsey the sanle should have the force of law 
within the said Island: 

" THE LORDS OF THE COMMITTEE, in obedience 
to Your Majesty's said Order of Reference, have 
taken the said Petition and the said Projet de Loi 
into consideration, and do this day agree humbly 
to report, as their opinion, to Your Majesty, that 
it may be advisable for Your Majesty to comply 
with the prayer of the said Petition, and to approve 
of and ratify the said Projet de Loi." 

HIS MAJESTY, having taken the said Report into 
consideration, is pleased, by and with the advice of 
:His Privy Council, to approve of and ratify the said 
Projet de Loi, and to order, as it is hereby ordered, 
that as from the date of the registration thereof on 
the records of the Island of Guernsey, the same shall 
have the force of law within the said Island. 

AND HIS MAJESTY doth here by further direct 
that this Order, and the said Projet de Loi (a copy 
whereof is hereunto annexed) be entered upon the 
Register of the Island of Guernsey and observed 
accordingly. 

And the Lieutenant-Governor or Commander-in­
Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and 
Jurats, and all other His Majesty's Officers, for the 
time being, in the said Island, and all other persons 
whom it may concern, are to take notice and govern 
themselves accordingly.

In case of 
disagreement between the States' Committee and 
the grantees relating to the maximum price, the 
question will be submitted to the decision of an 
arbitrator appointed by the President of the Institute 
of Electrical Engineers in London, and the decision 
of the said arbitrator shall be final and binding on the 
said parties.
