WHEREAS there was this day read at the Board a
Report from the Right Honourable the Lords of
the Committee of Council for the Affairs of Guern-
sey and Jersey, dated the 1st day of November,
1915, in the words following, viz.:—

“YOUR MAJESTY having been pleased, by
Your General Order of Reference of the 1oth day
of May, 1910, to refer unto this Committee the
humble Petition of the States of the Island of
Guernsey, setting forth :—1. That on the 10th
November, 1914, and in subsequent letters ad-
dressed to the Bailiff of Guernsey, The Right
Honourable the Lords of the Committee of Council
for the Affairs of Guernsey and Jersey represented
that, in view of the national interests involved,
They had been advised that it would be desirable
and expedient that the States of Guernsey should
pass a legislative Act, framed in general terms,
declaring void any Crown Lease held by an Alien
Enemy : 2. That the matter was submitted to and
considered by the Royal Court on several occa-
sions, and on the 24th July, 1915, a ‘ Projet de Loi,’
prepared by the Crown Officers, was adopted by
that body, and the Bailiff was requested to submit
the said ‘ Projet de Loi’ to the States for their
approval : 3. That the said ‘ Projet de Loi’ was
submitted to the States, and came on for consider-
ation and debate on the 1st September, 1915, when
a Resolution was passed adopting the said ‘ Projet
de Loi,” and authorizing the President to present a
humble Petition on their behalf for Your Majesty’s
Royal Sanction to the same: 4. That the said
‘ Projet de Loi,” as finally adopted by the States, is
intituled ‘ Loi relative aux Louages de propriété
appartenant a la Couronne faits en faveur d’un
étranger ennemi,’ and is in the words and figures

'set forth in the Schedule to the said Petition : And
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most humbly praying that Your Gracious Majesty
would be pleased to grant Your Royal Sanction to
the ‘ Projet de Lot’ intituled ‘Loi relative aux
Louages de propriété appartenant 4 la Couronne
faits en faveur d’un étranger ennemi,’ and to order
and direct that, from the date of the registration
thereof, the same might have force of law in the
Bailiwick of Guernsey :

‘“THE Lorps or THE COMMITTEE, in obedience
to Your Majesty’s said Order of Reference, have
taken the said Petition and the said ‘ Projet de
Loi’ into consideration, and do this day agree
humbly to report, as their opinion, to Your
Majesty, that it may be advisable for Your Majesty
to comply with the prayer of the said Petition and
to approve of and ratify the said ‘ Projet de Loi.’

‘““And in case Your Majesty should be pleased
to approve of and ratify the said ‘ Projet de Loi,’
then Their Lordships do further agree humbly to
recommend to Your Majesty that the question of
compensation be reserved until the end of the pre-
sent War.”

HIS MAJESTY, having taken the said Report
into consideration, is pleased, by and with the
advice of His Privy Council, to approve of and
ratify the said ‘‘ Projet de Loi,”’ and to order, as it
is hereby ordered, that from the date of the regis-
tration thereof the same shall have the force of law
within the Bailiwick of Guernsey.

And His Majesty is further pleased, by and with
the advice aforesaid, to declare that the question of
compensation shall be reserved until the end of the
present War.

And His Majesty doth hereby direct that this
Order, and the said ‘‘ Projet de Loi' " {a copy
whereof is hereunto annexed) be entered upon the
Register of the Island of Guernsey and observed
accordingly.

And the Lieutenant-Governor or Commander-in-
Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and
Jurats, and all other His Majesty’s Officers, for the
time being, in the said Island, and all other per-
sons whom it may concern, are to take notice and
govern themselves accordingly.
