General Order of Reference of the lOth day of May, 
1910, to refer unto this Committee the humble 
Petition of the States of the Island of Guernsey, dated 
the 21st day of November; 1929, in the words follow­
ing, viz. :-(1) That the law intituled ' Loi relative 
it la portion disponible des biens meubles des peres et 
meres,' sanctioned by Order of Her late Majesty in 
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Council, registered on the Records of this Island on 
the 26th day of October, 1872, fixes amongst other 
things the portion to which a widow is entitled in 
her deceased husband's movable estate: (2) That 
the law intituled ' The Married 'Vomen's Property 
Law, 1928,' sanctioned by Order of Your Majesty in 
Council registered on the Records of this Island on 
the 8th day of September, 1928, removed the disabili­
ties which previously existed affecting nlarried 
women in this island with regard to the holding of 
immovable and movable property: (3) That prior 
to the passing of the :Married Women's Property Law 
the movable property of a wonlan in the absence of 
an ante-nuptial settlement to the contrary became 
on her marriage the absolute property of the hus­
band: (4) That the Married Women's Property Law 
having dispossessed a husband of all rights of pro­
prietorship and control over his wife's movable 
property, the States at a nleeting held on the 2nd 
day of August, 1929, adopted a resolution praying 
the Royal Court to prepare a Bill or Projet de Loi to 
provide that a husband should have equivalent rights 
of succession in

his deceased's wife's movable estate 
to those possessed by the wife in virtue of the pro­
visions of the above recited law of 1872 in the similar 
estate of her deceased husband: (5) That on the 7th 
day of September, 1929, the Royal Court in order to 
give effect to the above resolution of the States 
adopted a Bill or Projet de Loi intituled ' Loi relative 
it la portion disponible des biens meubles des peres et 
meres, 1929,' incorporating also in it the provisions of 
the abpve recited law of 1872 and requested the 
Bailiff to submit the same to the States for their 
approval: (6) That at a meeting of the States held 
on the lOth day of November, 1929, the said Bill or 
Projet de Loi was duly considered, when a resolution 
was passed approving the same with slight modifica­
t:ons and authorizing the Pres dent to present a most 
humble Petition to Your :Majesty in Council praying

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__ 1_9_30 __ for Your Royal Sanction thereto: (7) That the said 
Bill or Projet de Loi is in the words and figures set 
forth in the Schedule to the Petition: And most 
humbly praying that Your Majesty would be graci­
ously pleased to grant Your Royal Sanction to the 
Bill or Projet de Loi of the States of Guernsey 
intituled 'Loi relative it la portion disponihle des 
biens meubles des peres et meres, 1929,' and to urder 
and direct that the same shall have the force of law 
within the Island of Guernsey. 

"THE LORDS OF THE COMMITTEE, in 
obedience to Your ~fajesty's said Order of Reference, 
have taken the said Petition and the said Projet de 
Loi into consideration, and do this day agree humbly 
to report, as their opinion, to Your Majesty, that it 
may be advisable for Your Majesty to compl.Y with 
the prayer of the said Pet,ition and to approve of and 
ratify the said Pl'ojet de I .. oi." 

HIS MAJESTY, having taken the said Heport 
into consideration is pleased, by and with the advice 
of His Privy Council, to approve of and ratify the 
said Projet de Loi, and to order, as it is hereby 
ordered, that the sanle shall have the force of Law 
within the Island of Guernsey. 

AND HIS MAJESTY doth hereby further clired 
that this Order, and the said Projet de Loi (a copy 
whereof is hereunto annexed) be entered upon the 
Register of the Island of Guernsey and observed 
accordingly. 

And the Lieutenant-Governor or Commander-in­
Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and J urats 
and all other His Majesty's Officers, for the time 
being, in the said Island, and all other persons whom 
it may concern, are to take no~ice and govern them­
selves accordingly.
