WHEREAS there was this day read at the Board a
Report from the Right Honourable the Lords of the
Committee of Council for the Affairs of Guernsey
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and -Iersey, dated the 3rd day of November, 1904, in
the words following, viz. :-

"YOUR :MA.JE81'Y having been pleased, by Your
General Order of Reference to refer unto this
Committee the humble Petition of the States of the
Island of Guernsey, dated the 11th day of August,
1904, setting forth :-1. that at a meeting of the
States held on the 9th September, 1903, they resolved
as follows :-

( I.) That for the future it should be forbidden to
sell Tobacco without licence;

(2. '> That licences for the sale of Tobacco should be
of 3 classes :-

(i.) Licences for places where the quan­
tity stored should not exceed 30 lbs avoirdu­
pois at anyone time.

(ii.) Licences for places where the
quantity stored should not exceed If>U lbs.
avoirdupois at anyone time.

(iii.) Licences for places where the
quantity stored should exceed this limit.

(3.) That there should be paid for each licence of thc
first class the sum of 5 shillings per annum;
for those of the second class, £1 per annum;
and for those of the third class, £5 per
annum; and that licences should be renew-
able every quarter;

(4.) That holders of licences of the third class
should be the only persons entitled to draw­
back on exported tobacco;

(6.) That the importation into the Island of stem
tobacco without leaf, unless the same had
first been denatured, should be prohibited
under a penalty not exceeding £60 ;

(Ii.) That the Hoyal Court should be requested to
prepare a Bill or 'Projet de Loi' to give
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effect to the preceding declarations, such
Bill or 'Projet de Loi' to be submitted to
the States for their approval;

2. that accordingly a Bill or 'Projet' intituled
, Loi relative a la vente de Tabac' was prepared
and submitted to the Royal Court and considered
by them; and after hearing the conclusions of
the Crown Officers, the Court on the 9th day of
:May, 1904, adopted the Bill or 'Projet' sub­
stantially in the words and figures set forth in the
Schedule to the said Petition; and the Bailiff
was requested to place the said Bill or 'Projet'
before the States with a view to its being, if
approved, submitted to Your Majesty for Sanc­
tion; 3. that the said Bill or 'Projet' was laid
before the States in due course, and at a meeting
held on the 27th of J Illy, 1904, the States were
pleased to approve and adopt the same with
a slight modification, which is incorporated in the
Bill or ' Projet ' set forth in the Schedule to the
Petition, and humbly praying that Your Majesty
would be graciously pleased to give Your Royal
Sanction to the said Bill or 'Projet de Loi'
intituled ' Loi relative a la V ente de Tabac' as
the same is set forth in the Schedule to the said
Petition, and to order and direct that the same
should have force of Law within the Island of
Guernsey."

"TIlE LORDS OF THE COMMITTEE, in
obedience to Your Majesty's said Order of
Reference, have this day taken the said Petition
and the said 'Projet de Loi ' into consideration,
and do agree humbly to report, as their opinion,
to Your Majesty that it may be advisable for
Your Majesty to approve of and ratify the said
'Projet de Loi' and to declare that the same
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1904.shall have force of Law within the Island of
Guernsey." ----

HIS .MA.JESTY, having taken the said Report
into consideration, is pleased, by and with the advice
of His Privy Council, to approve of and ratify the
said Projet de Loi, and to order, as it is hereby
ordered, that the same shall have the force of Law
within the Island of Guernsey.

And His Nlajesty doth hereby further direct that
this Order and the said' Proj et de Loi ' (a copy whereof
is hereunto annexed) be entered upon the Register of
the Island of Guernsey, and observed accordingly.
And the Lieutenant - Governor or Commander­
in-Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff
and J urats, and all other His Majesty's Officers,
for the time being, in the said Island, and all
other persons whom it may concern, are to take notice,
and g'overn themselves accordingly.
