WHEREAS there was this day read at the Board 
a Report from the Right Honourable the Lords of 
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the Committee of Council for the Affai.rs of Guern- __ 1_909_, __ 

sey and ,1 ersey, dated the 2nd day of July, 1909, 
in the words following, viz. :-

"YOUR ::\IAJESTY, having been pleased by Your 
General Order of Reference of the 24th day of 
,January, 1901, to refer I1nto this Committee the most 
humble Petition of the States of the Island of 
Guernsey, dated the 30th day of April, 1909, setting 
forth: (1) that a Petition requesting that the law of 
the Bailiwick of the Island of Guernsey might be 
assimilated to the provisions of the Act of Parliament 
7 Ed w. 7, chap. 47, intitulec1 'An Act to amend the 
law relating to marriage with a deceased wife's 
sister,' was, on the 29th April, 1 £08, approved by the 
States of Deliberation of the said Island, and at the 
same time the Royal Court was req nested to prepare 
a 'Projet de Loi' ill order to gi ve effect to the said 
decision: (2) that at the Court of Chief Pleas hel(1 
on the 13th ::\:Ial'ch, 19U9, the' Projet de Loi' on the 
subject was approved by the Royal Court in the forIll 
in which it now stands, and the ~ame was ordered to 
be presented to the States in order that, if apPl'Oved, 
it might be snbmitted to Your Majesty for Your 
Royal sanction: (3) that the' Projet' was accordingly 
duly presented, and came on for consideration and 
debate on the 23rd April, 1909, on which date the 
States passed a Resolution approving of and adopting 
the said 'Projet,' and authorising the Bailiff to 
present a humble Petition on their behalf for Your 
Majesty's Royal sanction to the same: And most 
humbly praying that Your :Majesty would be gra-· 
ciously pleased to gi ve Yom' Hoyal sanction to the said 
'Projet de Loi' intituled 'Loi relative au mariage 
avec Ia sreur <l'nne femme dcccdee' as the same is set 
forth in the Schedule to the Petition, and to order 
and direct that as from the Registration of any 
Order which Y 0111' Majesty might make thereon, the

"THE LORDS OF THE COMMITTEE, In 

obedience to Your Majesty's said Order of 
Reference, have this day taken the said Petition 
into consideration, and do agree humbly to 
report as their opinion to Your :Majesty that 
it may be advisable for Y onr Majesty to 
approve of and ratify the said 'Projet de Loi' 
and to declare that, as from the registration of 
Y onr Majesty's Order the same shall have 
force of law in the Bailiwick of Guernsey." 

HIS MA.JESTY having taken the said Report 
into consideration is pleased, by and with the advice 
of His Privy Conncil, to approve of and ratify the 
said "Projet de Loi," and to order as it is herehy 
ordp,red that, as from the registration of this Order, 
the same shall have the force of law within the 
Bailiwick of Guernsey. 

And His l\'fajesty doth hereby further direct that 
this Order and the said "Projet de Loi" (a copy 
whercof is hereunto annexed) be entered upon the 
Register of the Island of Guernsey and obsel'\Ted 
accordingly. And the Lieutenant Governor 'or 
Commander-in-Chief of the Island of Guernsey, 
the Bailiff and J urats, and all other His Majesty's 
Officers, for the time being, in the said Island, and 
all othcr persons whom it may concern, are to take 
notice and govern themselves accordingly.
