WHEREAS there was this day read at the Board a ;~~:lr~l~ la 
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192; Report from the Right Honourable the Lords of thl~ 
Conservation Committee of Council for the Affairs of Guermmy and 
des FalaiseR 
etdes Jersey, dated the 25th day of July, 1927, in the 
lleautes words following, viz. :-
N aturellel'l de " YOU MA . l'Ile. R JESTY havIng been pleased, by 

Your General Order of Reference of the lOth day of 
May, 1910, to refer unto this Committee the humble 
Petition of the States of the Island of Guernsey 
setting forth :-( 1) That at a meeting held on th'e 
29th day of October, 1924, the States considered a 
Petition, signed by several of their members, asking 
for the appointment of a Committee to study and 
report to the States what steps should be taken to 
protect the natural beauties in certain parts of the 
Island, and to ensure reasonable access for the public 
thereto, and appoint a Committee to study and 
report to the States upon the questions raised in the 
said petition; (2) That on the 29th July, 1925, the 
report of the Committee was submitted to the States. 
when certain of the recommendations contained 
therein were adopted, and the Royal Court was 
requested to prepare a Bill or Projet de Loi to giye 
effect thereto; (3) That on the 23rd September, 
1 ~)2i), further recoml1lendation~ made hy the Com­
mittee were adopted by the States, an(! the Hoyal 
Court was requested to embody them in the Bill il: 
course of preparation; (4) That on the 6th day ot 
March, 1926, a Bill on the subject ,prepared by the 
Law Officers of the Crown, was submitted to the 
Royal Court, when opposition being raised to certain 
of its provisions, the Royal Court requested the Bailiff 
to give the States an opportunity of modifying some 
of their resolutions; (;)) That accordingly at a meet­
ing held on the 21st .July, 192{), the States modified 
certain of their previolls resolutions, and introduced 
further provisions which they requested the Hoyal 
Court to incorporate in the Bill; (6) That at a meet­
ing of the Royal Court held on the 6th day of N ovem­
ber, IH26, the Royal Court adopted the Bill amended 
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in accorda,nce with the resolutions of the States, and 
requested the Bailiff to submit the same to the States 
for their approval; (7) That on the 1st day of 
December, 1926, and the 19th January, 1927, the 
said amended BiJI was considered by the.States, when 
it w~s further amended; and on the 23rd day of 
March, 1927, the amended Bill was finally approved 
by the States, and the President was authorized to 
present a nlOst humble Petition to Your Majesty in 
Council praying for Your Royal Sanction thereto; 
(8) That the said Bill or Projet de Loi is intituled 
" Loi ayant rapport a la Conservation des Falaises et 
des Beautes Naturelles de l'Ile," and is in the words 
and figures set forth in the Schedule to the said 
Petition; And humbly praying that Your Majesty 
would be graciously pleased to grant Your Royal 
Sanction to the said Bill or Projet de Loi of the States 
of Guernsey intituled "Loi ayant rapport a la 
Conservation des Falaises et des Beautes Naturelles 
de l'Ile," and to order and direct that the same shall 
have the force of Law within the Island of Guernsey." 

"THE LORDS OF THE COMMITTEE, in 
obedience to Your Majesty's said Order of Reference, 
have taken into consideration the said Petition and 
the said Projet de Loi, and likewise a Petition of the 
Constables of seven Douzaines of the Island of Guern­
sey in opposition to the ~aid Petition of the said 
States, and do this day agree humbly to report, as 
their opinion, to Your Majesty, that it may be advis­
able for Your Majesty to comply with the prayer of 
the said Petition and to approve of and ratify the 
said Projet de Loi." 

HIS MAJESTY, ha ving taken the said Report 
into consideration is pleased, by and with the advice 
of His Privy Council, to approve of and ratify the 
said Projet de Loi. and to order, as it is hereby 
ordered, that the same shall have the force of Law 
within the Island of Guernsey. 

AND HIS MAJESTY doth hereby further direct
