and Jersey, dated the 15th day of April, 1904, in
the words following, viz. :—

“Your MAaJESTY having been pleased by Your
General Order of Reference of the 24th day of
January, 1901, to refer unto this Committee the
humble Petition of the States of the Island of Guern-
sey, dated the 5th February, 1904, setting forth, I,
that by an Order in Council dated the 16th February,
1903, which was duly enrolled on the Records of that
Island on the 7th of March, 1903, Your Majesty was
pleased to approve of the Bill or *“ Projet de Loi”
intituled “Loi sur I'Instruction Publique Primaire,”
and to order that the same should have force of Law
within that Island; 2, that by an Order in Council
dated the 10th day of August, 1903, Your Majesty
was graciously pleased to approve of an amendment
of Articles XV.and XVI. of the said Law by extend-
ing the provisions of the said Articles to the original
furnishing of a School as well as to its construction
or enlargement ; 3. that at a meeting of the States of
Guernsey held on the 29th July, 1903, the States
passed certain resolutions to the effect following,
viz. :— )

(1) ‘Approving of a Provident Fund for the
benefit of the Teaching Staff (including the
Directress of Pupil Teachers’ Centre), of the
Public Primary Schools, and adopting certain
Regulations for the government of such Fund ;

(%) Sanctioning the payment by the States of
an annual sum equal to the deductions from
salaries contemplated by one of the said regula-
tions ;

(3) Sanctioning, subject to the approval of
Your Majesty in Council to this effect, the aboli-
tion of a grant known as * Capitation Grant”
which is referred to in Articles VI., XXX, and
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XXXIIIL. of the said Law and substituting in

lieu thereof an annual contribution in augmenta-

tion of the salaries of the said Teaching Staff;
4, that at a meeting beld on the 25th November,
1903, the States passed a resolution requesting the
Royal Court to prepare such Bill or “ Projet de Loi”
as should be deemed requisite for carrying into effect
the changes in the said Law contemplated by the
third resolution above referred to, such Bill or
“ Projet de Loi” to be submitted to the States for
their consideration and afterwards to Your Majesty in
Council for Your Royal Sanction ; 5, that by an Act
of the Royal Court dated the 28th November, 1903,
the Court upon the motion of the Crown Officers
adopted a Bill or “ Projet de Loi” intituled * Lol
relative a 'Instruction Publique Primaire, par rapport
a Pabolition de la Capitation,” as the same is set forth
in the Schedule to the Petition ; 6, that the said Bill
or “Projet de Loi” was duly submitted to the States
for their consideration and by a resolution of that Body
passed at a meeting held on the 6th of January, 1904,
the said Bill or “ Projet de Loi” was approved
without alteration, and humbly praying that Your
Majesty would be graciously pleased to give Your
Royal Sanction to the said Bill or *“Projet de Loi”
intituled “ Loi relative a PlInstruction Publique
Primaire, par rapport a l'abolition de la Capitation”
and to order and direct that as and from the date of
the registration of the Order to be made hereon the
same should have force of Law within the Island of
Gruernsey :

“Tue Lorps oF THE COMMITTEE, in
obedience to Your Majesty’s said Order of Refer-
ence, have this day taken the said Petition into
consideration, and do agree humbly to report,
as their opinion, to Your Majesty, that it may
be advisable for Your Majesty to comply with

the prayer of the said Petition, and to approve
of and ratify the said “ Projet de Loi.”

HIS MAJESTY, having taken the said Report
into consideration, is pleased, by and with the advice
of His Privy Council to approve of and ratify the
said Projet de Loi, and to order, as it is hereby
ordered, that the same shall have the force of law
within the Island of Guernsey.

And His Majesty doth hereby further direct that
this Order and the said Projet de Loi (a copy whereof
is hereunto annexed), be entered upon the Register of
the Island of Guernsey and observed accordingly.
And the Lieutenant-Governor or Commander-in-Chief
of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and Jurats, and
all other His Majesty’s Officers, for the time being, in
the said Island, and all other persons whom it may
concern, are to take notice and govern themselves
accordingly.
