"YOUR MAJESTY having been pleased, by 
Your General Order of Reference of the lOth day of 
May, 1910, to refer unto this Committee the humble 
Petition of the States of the Island of Guernsey 
setting forth :-1. That on the 24th day of March, 
1915, a Petition signed by several members of the 
States, and others, inhabitants of the Island of 
Guernsey, was submitted to the States praying that 
the Royal Court be requested by that body to prepare 
a Bill or Projet de Loi similar to the Compulsory 
Church Rate Abolition Act, 1868, when the States 
resolved that it was not desirable to raise so conten-
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____ 19:H _____ tious a question during the War, and the President 
was requested to withdraw. the proposition then 
before the States, and to re-submit the same after 
the termination of t.he War: 2. That on the 28th 
day of July, 1920, the Petition was again submitted 
to the States by the President, and a Committee was 
appointed to examine and report on the subject in 
aU its bearings, and especially with regard to the 
possible consequences which might follow the aboli­
tion of compulsory taxes to supplement the require­
ments of the Church' Tresor ' and to meet the up­
keep of the Parsonage: 3. That on the 1st day of 
December, 1920, the States considered and approved 
with slight variation the report of the Committee 
recommending the objects to which should be limited 
in thc future the parochial taxes for Church purposes, 
and requested the Royal Court to adopt a Bill or 
Projet de Loi to give effect to the resolutions of the 
~tates: 4. That in order to give effect to the resolu­
tions of the States limiting parochial taxation for 
the requirements of the Church' Tresor ' it became 
necessary to amend Titre 1. of the ' Loi relative it la 
Taxation Paroissiale ' sanctioned by an Order of Her 
late Majesty in Council on the 30th day of June, 
1868, which Titre creates no new taxes, but only 
classifies the objects for which up to that time paro­
chial taxes were leviable. When drafting the amend­
ments to the law the Law Officers of the Crown found 
it advisable to alter the wording of the first para­
graph of Article 2 by eliminating the words' tant 
habitants qu'etrangers' and substituting therefore 
the words' de la paroisse ' as the States of the Island 
are now liable for the stranger poor. In the same 
manner the 6th paragraph of the same Article was 
eliminated as the Stat.es now bear the whole cost of 
the Police throughout the Island, and in Article 3 
for the same reason the first object classified, 
'Nettoiement des Rues,' was altered to meet the 
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• still remaining obligation of the parish to collect the 
house refuse: 5. That the draft Bill amending the 
Law of 1868 was published in the Official Gazette and 
on the appointed day, the 15th March, 1921, was 
fully discussed in public and adopted by the Royal 
Court, and the Bailiff was requested to submit the 
same to the States for their consideration: 6. That 
on the 20th day of April, 1921, the said Bill was 
approved by the States with slight verbal altera­
tions, and the President was authorized to present a 
most humble Petition to Your l\{ajesty in Council 
praying for Your Royal Sanction thereto: 7. That 
the said Bill or Projet de Loi is intituled ; Loi suppM­
mentaire it la Loi relative it la Taxation Paroissiale,' 
and is in the words and figures set forth in the 
Schedule hereunto annexed: And most humbly 
praying that Your Majesty would be graciously 
pleased to ratify and confirm the said Bill or Projet 
de Loi intituled ' Loi supplementaire it la Loi relative 
it la Taxation Paroissiale, , and to order and direct 
that from the date of. the registration thereof the 
same should have the force of law within the Island 
of Guernsey. 

" THE LORDS OF THE COMMITTEE, in obedience 
to Your Majesty's said Order of Reference, have 
taken the said Petition and the said Projet de Loi 
into consideration, and do this day agree humbly 
to report, as their opinion, to Your Majesty, that it 
may be advisable for Your Majesty to comply with 
the prayer of the said Petition, and to approve of and 
ratify the said Projet de Loi." 

HIS MAJESTY, having taken the said Report 
into consideration, is pleased, by and with the advice 
of His Privy Council, to approve of and ratify the 
said Projet de Loi, and to order, as it is hereby 
ordered, that the same shall have the force of Law 
within the Island of Guernsey. 

AND HIS MAJESTY doth here by further direct

themselves accordingly.

LOI SUPPLEMENTAIRE A LA LOI RELATIVE 
A LA TAXATION P AROISSIALE. 

Vu la deliberation des Etats en date du premier 
decembre Mil neuf cent vingt. 

Est et demeure rappeIe Ie Titre I. de la Loi relative 
a la Taxation Paroissiale sanctionnee par un Ordre 
de Sa Majeste en Conseil du trente juillet 1868, en­
registre sur les Records de cette Ile Ie vingt-neuf aout 
1868, et Ie Titre suivant y est substitue :-

TITRE I. 
CLASSIFICATION DES OBJETS. 

I.-Les objets pour lesquels les deniers se levent, 
dans les paroisses de cette Ile, seront dorena vant 
distri bues en deux classes. 

2.-Dans la premiere classe sont compris les objets 
qui suivent :-

(a) L'entretien des pauvres de la paroisse y com­
pris les besoins des Hopi taux et les Salaires 
des Chirurgiens ; 

(b) Les reparations ordinaires it effectuer a l'Eglise 
paroissiale et les reparations ordinaires ex­
terieures et de structure au ~resbytere, repara-
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tions qu'on ne saurait detainer ni evaluer 
d'avanc0 ; 

(c) L'entretien ordinaire des Cimetieres parois­
siaux; 

(d). Les reparations extraordinaires a effectuer it 
l'Eglise paroissiale, les reparations extra­
ordinaires exterieures et de structure au Pres­
bytere et. les reparations extraordinaires aux 
Cimetieres Paroissiaux. Ces reparations de­
vront etre votees par les Chefs de Famille 
sur la demande soit des Curateurs du Tresor 
de l'Eglise, soit des Connetables de paroisse 
lesquels fourniront au prealable, de vis detailIe 
avec evaluation; 

(e) Les fonds necessaires pour l'achat de terrain 
et l'etablissement d'un cimetiere paroissial; 

(f) L'Assurance de l'Eglise paroissiale et du Pres­
bytere contre l'incendie ; 

(g) La moitie du mont ant des frais de nettoyage 
de l'Eglise paroissiale ; 

(h) La taxe sur l'Eglise paroissiale et Ie Cime­
teire de l'Eglise, visee par la Loi relative Do 

l'Entretien des Rues de la paroisse de Saint 
Pierre-Port et la Reconstitution du Comite des 
Voies publiques sanctionnee par Ordre de Sa 
Majeste en Conseil en date du 25 novembre 
1919, enregistre sur les records de cette ile 
Ie 13 decembre 1919; et la taxe sur la valeur 
locative au lieu de l'equivalent sur Ie presby­
tere et les terres appartenant de la cure; 

(i) L'entretien de I'Horloge de l'Eglise Paroissiale 
et les reparations it y effectuer ; 

(j) L'entretien des Cloches de l'Eglise Paroissiale, 
les reparations a y effectuer, ainsi que la re­
Inuneration des sonneurs en cas d'occasions 
publiques; 

(k) L' Achat et l'Ent,retien des Registres Parois­
siaux et des lTormules de certificats interessant 
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1f121 les Paroissiens y compris des coffres forts pour 
les y garder ; 

(l) Le montant des frais d'impression des publi­
cations et ues avis paroissiaux pour les besoins 
de l'Eglise et les besoins paroissiaux ; 

(m) Les besoins des Ecoles Paroissiales ; 
(n) L'Administration Paroissiale et les frais en­

courus par les Conneta bles dans l' exercice de 
leurs fonctions, y compris les loyers et frais 
de commis; 

(0) L'Eclairage. 
Objets. 3.--Dans la deuxieme classe sera compris tout 
compns dans b' . . I . d I ., 1 
la deuxieme 0 Jet paroIssIa non compr]s ans a premIere c asse 
classe. et nommement :-

(a) L'enlevement du rebut de maison ; 
(b) Les Pompes et les Citernes Publiques ; 
(c) Les Pompes a Incendie ; 
(d) L'Inspection Sanitaire ; 
(e) Les Rentes dues par la Paroisse ; 
(j) Les Egouts et les Tonnelles ; 
(g) Les Ameliorations Publiques ; 
(h) Les Frais du Cadastre. 
Et viendra cette Loi en force a compter de la date 

de l'enregistrement de l'Ordre de Sa Majeste en 
Conseil la sanctionnant.
