General Order of Reference of the 24th day of
January, 1901, to refer unto this Committee the
humble Petition of the States of the Island of
Guernsey, dated the 29th day of September, 1903,
setting forth (1) that by a Provisional Ovdinance of
the Royal Court dated the 19th January, 1903, made
in pursuance of the powers conferred on that Body by
the Laws in force relating to Parochial Taxation,
certain Declarations, required to be made by the
Ratepayers, were directed to be deposited at the
Greffe in the custody and charge of His Majesty’s
Greffier ; (2) that by another Provisional Ordinance
of the Royal Court dated the 30th June, 1903, made
in pursuance of the same powers, the Constables of
the several Parishes were ordered to deposit at the
Greffe a numbered list of the Ratepayers in each*
Parish to whom Forms of Declaration had been sent ;
(3) that there being no existing provision for the
remuneration of the Greffier for the services and
trouble imposed on him in connection with the custody
and charge of the said Declarations the Royal Court
on the I1th July, 1903, adopted the Bill or Projet
de Loi” which is set forth in the Schedule to the

Greflier.

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Petition, in order that the same might be submitted
to the States, and, if approved by that Body, trans-
mitted to Your Majesty for Your Royal Sanction ;
(4) that the said Bill was duly presented to the
States; and by a Resolution dated the 9th September,
1903, the same was approved by that Body without
alteration, and the Bailiff was authorised to present a
humble Petition to Your Majesty praying for Your
Royal Sanction to the same; most humbly praying
that Your Majesty would be graciously pleased to
give your Royal Sanction to the said Bill or ¢ Projet
de Loi” entitled Loi Supplémentaire relative aux
Déclarations pour la Taxation Paroissiale, and to
order and direct that the same might operate and be
in force so as to apply to all Declarations which have
been or shall be deposited at the Greffe pursuant to
the said Provisional Ordinance of the 19th January
1903 :

“Tae Lorps oF THE COMMITTEE, Iin
obedience to Your Majesty’s said Order of
Reference, have this day taken the said Petition
and the said “Projet de Loi” into consideration,
and do agree humbly to report, as their opinion,
to Your Majesty that it may be advisable for
Your Majesty to approve of and ratify the said
“Projet de Loi” and to declare that the same
shall be in force so as to apply to all Declarations
which have been or shall be deposited at the
Greffe pursuant to the said Provisional Ordinance
of the 19th January, 1903.”

HIS MAJESTY, having taken the said Report
into consideration, is pleased, by and with the advice
of His Privy Council, to approve of and ratify the
said “Projet de Loi,” and to order, as it is hereby
ordered, that the same shall have the force of Law
within the Island of Guernsey, so as to apply to all
Declarations which have been and shall be deposited
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at the Greffe Office in pursuance to the said
Provisional Ordinance of the 19th January, 1903.
And His Majesty doth hereby further direct that
this Order, and the said Projet de Loi (a copy whereof
is hereunto annexed) be entered upon the Register of
the Island of Guernsey, and observed accordingly.
And the Lieutenant Governor or Commander-in-Chief
of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and Jurats,
and all other His Majesty’s Officers, for the time
being in the said Island, and all other persons whom
it may concern, are to take notice, and govern them-

selves accordingly.
