(AuregllY.) in the words following, viz.:-

" YOUR MAJESTY having been pleased, hy Your
General Order of Reference of the lOth day of May,
1910, to refer unto this Committee a humble Petition
of Robert Walter Mellish, Esquire, Judge and Pre­
sident of the States of the Island of Alderney, setting
forth: "that under the provisions of the Law in­
tituled ' Loi relative it l'application des Peines tant
au Criminel qu'en Police Correctionnelle ' sanctioned
by an Order in Council dated the 24th June, 1856,
registered on the Records of the Island the 19th
July, 1856, Articles 29 and 30 of which said Law give
the Court of the Island of Alderney jurisdiction in
certain cases, the maximum penalty for drunken­
ness in a public place is five shillings sterling: that
no special legislation exists for making drunkenness
while in charge of a vehicle an offence punishable by
law: that on the 4th December, 1933, arecommenda­
tion was made to the States in the report of a special
Committee that drunkenness whilst in charge of a
motor vehicle should be made an offence punishable
by law: that the States were of opinion to accept the
said recommendation and to authorise the Ci'Own
Officers to prepare a Projet de Loi to give effect
thereto: that at a Meetingof the States of Alderney
holden before the Petitioner on the 23rd' day of June~
1934, they took into consideration the Projet de L01
intituled ' Projet de Loi par rapport aux Personnes
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liques ' and were of opinion to approve the same, and
to authorise the Petitioner to present in the name of
the States a most humble Petition to Your Majesty
in Council praying Your Majesty to be graciously
pleased to grant to the said Projet de Loi Your Royal
Sanction; And most humbly praying that Your
Majesty would be graciously pleased to grant thereto
Your Royal. Sanction and to order it to be Your
Royal Will and Pleasure that the said Law shall have
forceof Law in Your Majesty's said Island of Alderney.

" THE LORDS OF THE COMMITTEE, in obedi­
ence to Your Majesty's said Order of Reference, have
taken the said Petition, and the Projet de Loi
annexed thereto, into consideration, and do this day
agree humbly to report, as their opinion, to Your
Majesty, that it may be advisable for Your Majesty
to comply with the prayer of the said Petition and to
approve of and ratify the said Projet de Loi."

HIS MAJESTY, having taken the said Report
into consideration, is pleased, by and with the advice
of His Privy Council, to approve of and ratify the
said Projet de Loi, and to order, as it is hereby
ordered, that the same shall have the force of law
within the Island of Alderney.

AND HIS MAJESTY doth hereby further direct
that this Order and the said Projet de Loi (a copy
whereof is hereunto annexed) be entered upon 1he
Register of the Island of Guernsey and observed
accordingly.

AND the Lieutenant-Governor or Commander-in­
Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and
Jurats, and all other His. Majesty's Officers for the
time being, of the said Island of Guernsey, and also
the JUdge and Jurats of the said Island of Alderney,
and all other persons whom it may concern, are to
take notice and govern themselves accordingly.

ARTICLE 1.
