Illn Loi i5Ul' Report from the Right Honourable the Lords of the 
1d Permis de Committee of Council for the Affairs of Guernsey and 
POl't d' Armes , . 
de Chastie. Jersey, dated the 20th day of March, 1930, In the 
Aun'glIY· words following, viz :-

" YOUR l\IAJESTY having been pleased, by Your 
General Order of Reference of the lOth day of May, 
1910, to refer unto this Committee a humble Petition 
of Hobert Walter IVlellish, Judge and President of the 
States of the Island of Alderney, setting forth :­
, That Your Majesty was graciously pleased by Your 
l\lajesty's Order in Council of the 9th day of March, 
1914, to ratify a Projet de Loi intituled " Loi relative 
aux permis de port d'Armes de Chasse" to be in 
force in Your Majesty's Island of Alderney. That 
article 3 of the said Law fixed the amount to be 
charged for gun licences issued in this Island. That 
at a M-eeting of the States holden before Your Peti­
tioner on the 27th day of May, 1929, the States were 
of opinion that the charges for Gun Licences should 
he revised, and requested Your Petitioner to prepare 
a Projet de Loi giving effect thereto for their con­
sideration. That at a Meeting of the States holden 
before Your Petitioner on the 25th day of September, 
1929, the States considered the Projet de Loi 
intituled "Projet de Loi pOI'tant amen dement it la 
Loi sur Ie permis de port d' ArmeR de Chasse ,~ and 
approv-ed of the same, and authorised Your Peti­
tioner to present in the name of the States a most 
hum ble Pbtition to Your :Majesty in Council praying 
Your Majesty to be graciously pleased to grant 
thereto Your Royal Sanction. And most humbly 
praying that Your Majesty would be graciously 
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pleased to grant thereunto ¥ our Royal Sanction, __ 1_9_30 __ 

and to order that the said Projet de Loi shall have 
the force of Law in Your l\Iajesty's said Island of 
Alderncy. ' 

" THE LORDS OF THE COMl\'IITTEE, in obedi­
ence to Your Majesty's said Order of Reference, have 
taken the said Petition, and the Projet de Loi 
annexed thereto, into consideration, and ;,'0 this day 
agree humbly to report, as their opinion, to Your 
Majest.v, that it may he advisable for Your Majesty 
to comply with the prayer of the said Petition and 
to approve of and ratify the said Projet de Loi." 

HIS MAJESTY, having taken the said Reportl 
into consideration, is pleased, by and with the advice 
of His Privy Council, to approve of and ratify the 
said Projet de Loi, and to order, as it is hereby 
ordered, that the same shall have the force of law 
within the Island of Alderney. 

AND HIS MAJESTY doth hereby further direct 
that this Order and the said Projet de Loi (a copy 
whereof is hereunto annexed) be entered upon the 
Register of the Island of Guernsey and observed 
accordingly. 

And the Lieutenant-Governor or Commander-in­
Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and 
Jurats, and all other His l\lajesty's Officers for the 
time being, of the said Island of Guernsey, and also 
the Judge and Jurats of the said Island of Alde~ney, 
and all other persons whom it may concern, are to 
take notice and govern thell1selve~ accordingly.

PROJET DE LOI AMENDING THE LAW 
RELATING TO GUN LICENCES. 

Article 3 of the Law relating to Gun Licences, 
ratified by an Order of His Majesty the King ill 
Council dated the 9th :March, 1914, and registered on 
the Records of this Island, 1st April, 1914, shall be 
repealed and the follmving ,Article shall be sub­
stituted therefor :-

3.-There shall be paid for each licence, as follows: 
By an inhabitant paying tax or the sons of such 

inhabitant 58., and by all ()ther persons lOs. 
sterling.
