"YOUR :MAJESTY having been pleased, by 
Your General Order of Reference of the roth day 
of l\Iay, 1910, to refer unto this Committee a hum­
ble Petition of Robert Walter Mellish, Esquire, 
Judg-e and President of the States of the Island of 
Alderney, setting forth (1) that at the Michaelmas 
Chief Pleas, held on the 6th October, 1913, the 
States decided to pass a law on Gun licences during 
the shooting season and requested the Procureur 
du Roi to draw up a Projet de Loi referring to the 
same; (2) that at a l\ieeting of the States, held on 
the 2oth October, 1913, the States adopted a Reso­
lution authorizing the Petitioner to present to Your 
l\1ajesty in Council a humble Petition a~king for 
the Royal Sanction to a Projet de Loi, • intituled 
'' Loi .relative aux Perm is de Port d' Armes de 
Chasse " in the form as set forth in the Schedule 
to the said Petition, and humbly praying that Your 
:Majesty would be graciously pleased to grant Your 
Royal Sanction to the said Projet de Loi, and to 
declare Your Royal Will and Pleasure that the 
same might have full force of Law in Your 
Majesty's Island of Alderney :-

'' THE LORDS OF THE CoMMITTEE, in obedience 
to Your l\'lajesty's said Order of Reference, have 
taken the said Petition and Projet de Loi into con­
sideration, and do this day agree humbly to report, 
as their opinion to Your Majesty that it may be ad­
visable for Your Majesty to comply with the prayer 
of the said Petition, and to approve of and ratify 
the said Proj et de Loi,''

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. HIS l\1!'-JE~TY,. having taken the said Report 
Into consideratiOn, IS pleased, by and with the ad­
vice of His Privy Council, to approve of and ratifv 
the said Projet de Loi, and to order, as it is herebv 
ordered, that the same shall have the force of law 
within the Island of Alderney. 

And His lVIajesty doth hereby further direct that 
this Order and the said Projet de Loi (a copy 
whereof is hereunto annexed) be entered upon th·e 
Register of the Island of Guernsev and observed 
accordingly. "' 

And the Lieutenant-Governor or Commander-in­
Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and 
Jurats, and all other His l\Iajesty's Officers, for the 
time being, of the said Island of Guernsey, and 
also the Judge and J urats of the said Island of Al­
derney and all other persons whom it may concern, 
are to take notice and govern themselves accord­
ingly.
