the said St1.tes on the ,3rd day of February, 1913, 
and entitled ''Prcjet de Loi supplementaire: 
relati,-e a la Milice Roya.le de l'Ile d' Auregny" which 
said "Projet de Loi" was, on the 18th day of June, 
I 9 I 3, amended by the said .3ta tes in certain 
p1rticulars: 

"11he Lords of the Committee, in obedience to 
Your Majesty's said Order of Reference, have taken 
the said Petition and "Projet de Loi" into con­
sideration and d~) t~is day a;gree humbJy to report 
as their opinion, to Your Majesty,· that it may be 
advisable for Your Majesty to comply with the 
Prayer of the said Petition and to approve of and 
ratify the said "Projet de Loi" passed on the Jrd 
day of February, IQI3, as amended on the 18th 
day of June, 1913.". 

HIS MAJESTY, having taken the said Report 
into consideration, is pleased by and with the ad­
vice of His Privy Council, to approve of and ratify 
the said "Projet de Loi" as amended, and to order', 
as it is hereby ordered, that the same shall have 
the force of law within the Island of Aldemey. 
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1913 And His Majesty doth hereby further direct that 
--- this Order and the said "Projet de Loi" as amended 

(a copy whereof is hereunto annexed) be entered 
upon the register of the Island of Guernsey and 
observed a.ccordingly. 

And! the Lieutenant-Governor or Commander-in­
Chief ·of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and 
Jurats and all other His Majesty's officers for the 
time being of the said Island of Guernsey and also 
the Judge and Jura ts of the said Island of Alderney, 
and all other persons whom it may concern are to 
take notice and govern themselves accordingly.
