WHEREAS there was this day read at the Board a
Report from the Right Honourable the Lords of
the Committee of Council for the Affairs of Guern-
sey and Jersey, dated the 15th day of September,
1914, in the words following, viz. :—

“YOUR MAJESTY, having been pleased, by
Your General Order of Reference of the 1oth day
of May, 1910, to refer unto this Committece a
humble Petition of John Main Duplain, Esquire,
Lieutenant Judge and Acting President of the
States in the Island of Alderney, setting forth (1)
that, at the Michaelmas Chief Pleas held on the 6th
October, 1913, the said States agreed to the prin-
ciple of a tax on Tobacco, Cigarettes and Cigars;
(2) that, at a Meeting held on the 2oth October,
1913, the States authorised their President to pre-
sent to Your Majesty in Council a humble Petition
praying for sanction (a) to a tax of 6d. per Ib on
Tobacco and- Cigarettes, and 1od. per lb. on
Cigars consumed in the Island, and (b) to a *‘ Pro-
jet de Loi”’ intituled ‘‘ Loi relative a la Vente de
Tabac,”’ (3) that, at a Meeting held on the zoth
March, 1914, the States amended the said ‘‘ Projet
de Loi’’ in certain particulars; (4) that, at the same
Meeting, the States decided that the proposed new
duties should be subject to the existing rules regu-
lating the Impdt on Wines, Spirits, Beer and Cor-
dials approved by Order of Your Majesty in Coun-
cil of the 8th August, 1911, subject to the followin
exceptions, viz.:— (a) paragraphs (j) and (I
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should be so altered as to place the whole of the cost 1914

of Lighting the Town, and of the Police, on the
Imp6t, and (b) £30 sterling, the salary of the
States’ Inspector of Explosives, should be added
as a new item (m) to the purposes to which the du-
ties may be applied ; and (5) that, at the same Meet-
ing, the States decided that the said new duties
should be in force from the date of the Registration
upon the Island Records of any Order of Your
Majesty in Council sanctioning the same until the
2nd August, 1916, and humbly praying that Your
Majesty would be graciously pleased to grant Your
Royal Sanction to the levy, as from the date of the
Registration upon the Island Records of Your
Majesty’s Order thereon, of the said duties on To-
bacco, Cigarettes and Cigars, consumed in the
Island, and to the said *‘ Projet de Loi’’ as amen-
ded, and to declare Your Royal Will and pleasure
that the same might have full force of law in Your
Majesty’s Island of Alderney :

THE Lorps or THE COMMITTEE, in obedience to
Your Majesty’s said Order of Reference, having
taken the said Petition and ‘‘ Projet de Loi’ as
amended, into consideration, do this day agree
humbly to report, as their opinion, to Your Majes-
ty, that it may be advisable for Your Majesty to
comply with the prayer of the said Petition, and to
approve of and ratify the said ‘‘ Projet de Loi.”

HIS MAJESTY, having taken the said Report
into consideration, is pleased, by and with the ad-
vice of His Privy Council, to approve thereof, and
to order, as it is hereby ordered, that the States of
the Island of Alderney be authorised to levy a duty
of 6d. a pound on Tobacco and Cigarettes, and a
duty of 1od. a pound on Cigars, consumed in the
Island, for a period commencing with the date of
the Registration of this Order upon the Island
Records and ending on the 2nd day of August,
1916, and that, save as hereinafter provided, the
said new duties be, in all respects, subject to the
existing rules regulating the Imp6t on Wines,
Spirits, Beer and Cordials, as approved by His
Majesty’s Order in Council of the 8th day of Aug-
ust, 1911. Provided nevertheless that (a) para-
graphs (j) and (I) mentioned in the said Order in

And His Majesty, by and with the advice afore-
said, is pleased further to approve of and ratify the
said ‘‘ Projet de Loi" intituled ‘‘ Loi relative a la
Vente de Tabac ’’ as amended by the said States on
the 3oth day of March, 1914, and to order that the
same shall have force of law in His Majesty’s
Island of Alderney.

And His Majesty doth hereby further direct that
this Order, and the said ‘* Projet de Loi’’ (a copyv
whereof is hereunto annexed), be entered upon the
Registers of the Islands of Guernsey and Alder-
ney, and observed accordingly.

And the Lieutenant-Governor or Commander-in-
Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and
Jurats and all other His Majesty's Officers for the
time being, of the said Island of Guernsey, and also
the Judge and Jurats of the said Island of Alderney,
and all other persons whom it may concern, are to
take notice and govern themselves accordingly.
