Amende- WHEREAS there was this day read at the Board a 
meu~s a _lo.loi Report from the Right Honourable the Lords of 
re~a~lve ala the Committee of Council for the Affairs of Guern-1\:hhce Royale . . 
del'ile sey and Jersey, dated the 5th day of june, 1916, ln 
d'Auregny. the words following, viz. :-

"YOUR :MAJESTY having been pleased, by 
Your General Order of Reference of the 1oth day of 
:May, 1910, to refer unto this Committee a humble 
Petition of John Main Duplain, Esquire, Lieu­
tenant-Judge, and President of the States of the 
Island of Alderney, setting forth that the Law re­
lating to the Royal l\Iilitia of the Island of Alder­
ney was sanctioned by an Order in Council of the 
roth May, 1905: that the Officer Commanding the 
said l\'1 ilitia has informed the Court that the present 
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1916 \Var has shown the urgent necessity of amending 
the said Law, in so far as it concerns the powers of --­
His Excellency the Lieutenant-Governor, respect-
ing the said :Militia; that the Court, having duly 
considered the amendments suggested by the said 
Officer Commanding, incorporated them in a 
' Projet de Loi , intituled I Loi Supplementaire a Ia 
Loi relative a Ia lVlilice Royale de l'lle d' Auregny.' 
and referred the said ' Projet de Loi ' to the States 
of the said Island; that, at a .Meeting held on the 
22nd March, 1916, the States, after hf'~ring ~he said 
Officer Commanding, unanimously adopted the 
said ' Projet de Loi,' which is hereunto annexed; 
and authorized their President to present a humble 
Petition to, Your GraciDus l\Iajesty in Council in 
order to obtain the Roval Sanction thereof : And 
humbly praying that· Your l\lajesty would be 
pleased to give Your Royal Sanction to the said 
I Projet de Loi ' and to declare that Your Royal 
\Vill and Pleasure is that the said 'Pro jet ' shall 
have the force of Law in the said Island of Alder-
ncy: 

'' THE LoRDs oF THE Co!\BIITTEE, in obedience 
to Your l\Iajesty's said Order of Reference, have 
taken the said Petition, and the ' Projet de Loi ' 
annexed thereto, into consideration, and do this day 
agree humbly to report, as their opinion, to Your 
1\lajesty, that it may be advisable for Ypur Majesty 
to comply with the prayer of the said Petition, and 
to approve of and ratify the said ' Pro jet de Loi." 

HIS l\IAJESTY, having taken the said Report 
into consideration, is pleased, by and with the 
advice of His Privy Council, to approve of and 
ratify the said " Projet de Loi," and to order, as 
it is hereby ordered, that the same shall have the 
force of law \vi thin the Island of Alderney. 

And His :Majesty doth hereby further direct that 
this Order, and the said " Projet de Loi" (a copy 
whereof is hereunto annexed) be entered upon the 
Register of the Island of Guernsey, and observed 
accordingly. 

And the Lieutenant-Governor or Commander­
in-Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and 
Jurats, and all other His l\1ajesty's Officers for the 
time being:, of the said Island of Guernsey, and 
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also the Judge and J urats of the said Island of 
Alderney, and all other persons whom it may con­
cern, are to take notice and goyern themseln~s 
accordingly. ._
