SiR GERARD LOWTHER

WhHEREAS there was this day read at the Board
a Report from the Right Honourable the Lords of
the Committee of Council for the Affairs of Guernsey
and Jersey, dated the 2nd day of July, 1908, in the
words following, viz. :—

“Your MAaJESTY having been pleased, by Your
General Order of Reference of the 24th day of
January, 1901, to refer unto this Committee the most
humble Petition of the States of the Island of
Guernsey, dated the 18th day of June, 1908, setting
forth : 1. that under section 7 (1) (¢) of the Work-
men’s Compensation Act, 1906, it is enacted that the
master of, or a seaman or apprentice belonging to a
ship, receiving an injury from and in the course of his
employment and discharged or left behind in a
British Possession or in a foreign country should have
the means of making a deposition respecting the cir-
cumstances and nature of the injury received, for
transmission to the Board of Trade; 2. that in
the Island of Guernsey there is no authority except
the Royal Court that has the power to carry out the
requirements of the said section ; 3. that in order to
simplify the procedure at present necessary it has
been deemed expedient, after consultation with the
Home Office and the Board of Trade, to recommend
that the Jurats of the Royal Court should be indi-
vidually empowered to administer the oath or solemn
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affirmation and to take the depositions of witnesses
and do any other magisterial act required by the

section under consideration, the taxed costs or charges
for which will be regulated by the new scale of
Court fees recently sanctioned by an Order in Council
dated 12th Awugust, 1907, and registered on the
records of that Island the 21st day of September,
1907 ; 4. that the Crown Officers were there-
fore requested to draw up a Projet de Loi
providing for the required new powers, that at the
Court of Chief Pleas held on the 27th April, 1908,
the said Court approved the Projet de Loi so pre-
pared, and the same was ordered to be presented to
the States in order that, if approved by them, it
might be submitted to Your Majesty for Your Royal
sanction ; 5. that the Projet de Loi was accordingly
duly presented to the States and considered on the 5th
June, 1908, when the States passed a resolution
approving and adopting the said Projet; and your
Petitioners therefore most humbly prayed that Your
Majesty vJould be graciously pleased to give Your
Royal sanction to the said Projet de Loi intituled
¢ Loi relative aux dépositions de marins’ (Workmen’s
Compensation Act, 1906) as set forth in the schedule
to the Petitjon and to order and direct that as from
the registration of the Order to be made thereon the
same might| have the force of Law in the Island of
Guernsey :

«Tag Lorps or THE COMMITTEE, in
obedience to Your Majesty’s said Order of
Reference, have this day taken the said Petition
and the said Projet de Loi into consideration,
and do agree humbly to report, as their opinion,
to Your Majesty, that it may be advisable for
Your Majesty to comply with the prayer of the
said Petition and to approve of and ratify the
said Projet de Loi.”

IV.—r.
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HIS MAJESTY, having taken the said Report
into consideration, is pleased, by and with the advice
of His Privy Council, to approve of and ratify the
said Projet de Loi, and to order, as it is hereby
ordered, that, as from the registration of this Order,
the same shall have the force of Law within the Island
of Guernsey.

And His Majesty doth hereby further direct that
this Order, and the said Projet de Loi (a copy
whereof is hereunto annexed), be entered upon the
Register of the Island of Guernsey, and observed
accordingly. And the Lieutenant-Governor or Com-
mander-in-Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the
Bailiff and Jurats, and all other His Majesty’s
Officers, for the time being, in the said Island, and all
other persons whom it may concern, are to take
notice and govern themselves accordingly.
