Humble Petition of the States of the Island of 
Guernsey, dated the 9th day of April, 1907, setting 
forth: 1. that the inhabitants of the Island have for a 
long time past felt the ever growing necessity of 
a Central Authority to regulate and control the 
building and rebuilding of dwelling-houses and other 
edifices in a suitable and proper manner, with a view, 
amongst other conRiderations, to the Public Health; 
and also to regulate and control the laying out and 
constrllction of all new Roads and ways; 2. that at 
the Court of Chief Pleas held on the 21st November, 
1906, the' Projet de Loi ' which is the subject of this 
Petition was approved by the Royal Court substan-
tially in the form in which it now st.ands. It was 
afterwards laid before the States for their approval, 
with a view to its being subsequently submitted to 
Your Majesty for Your Royal Sanction; 3. that the 
States at an Assembly held on the 20th ~larch, 1907, 
adopted the said Projet with some slight alterations, 
and the same as so adopted is intituled 'Loi ayant 
rapport a la Construction de )laisons et Batiments et 
au tracem.ent des Routes et Chemin,,' and is in the 
words set forth in the Schedule to th~ Petition; and 
humbly praying that Your Majesty would be gra-
ciously pleased to give Your Royal Sanction to the 
said 'Pro~t de Loi,' intituled 'Loi ayant rapport a 
la Co,strqction de lVlaisons et Batim~ts et au trace-
ment ~esRoutes et Chemins,' and to 1rder and direct 
t~lat as from the expiration of one IIjlonth from the 
Registration of any Order to be made thereon the 
same should have the force of Law in the Island of 
Guernsey:· , 

"THE . LORDS OF THE COMMITTEE, in 
obedience to Y our Majesty's said Order of 
Reference, have this day taken the said Petition 
and the said' Projet de Loi' into consideration, 
and do agl'ee humbly to report, as their opinion, 
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1907. to Your Majesty, that it may be advisable for 
Your lVIajesty to comply with the prayer of 
the said Petition and to approve of and ratify the 
said' Projet de Loi.' " 

HIS l\tIAJESTY, having taken the said Report 
into consideration, is pleased, by and with the advice 
of His Privy Council, to approve of and ratify 
the said Projet de Loi, and to order, as it is hereby 
ordered, that, as from 'the expiration of one month 
from the registration of this Order, the same shall 
have the force of Law within the Island of 
Guernsey. 

And His Majest.y doth hereby further direct that 
this Order, and the said Projet de Loi (a copy 
whereof is hereunto annexed), be entered upon the 
Register of the Island of Guernsey, and observed 
accordingly. And the Lieutenant-Governor or Com­
mander-in-Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the 
Bailiff and J urats, and all other His Maje~ty's 

Officers, for the time being, in the said Island, and 
all other persons whom it may concerll, are to take 
notice, and govern themselves accordingly.
