General Order of Referen~e of the ~1st day of March,
1862, to refer unto this Committee the humble
petition of the States of the Island of Guernsey,
setting forth that there is at present in force in
the said Island an Order of Your Majesty in Council
dated the 7th day of .Iuly J874 authorizing the
levying of a duty of one penny per ton on stones
exported from the said Island; that the 'Projet de
Loi' sanctioned by Yonr Majesty's said Order in
Council was passed by the Royal Court and approved
by the States of the said Island with a view to
meet the expenses connected with the weigh-bridges
over which stones pass before exportation and also
to Irecoup the States for a portion of the increased
cost of maintaining the public roads over which
the stone-carrying carts have to pass to reach the
harbours of the said Island; that owing to growing
trade the cost of repairing these roads is heavier
than heretofore and the States of the Island did
in consequence on the 30th day of August 1899
pass a Resolution declaring the expediency of raising
the duty on stones exported from one penny to
three halfpence per ton; that on the 4th day of
Xovember 189!J the Royal Court with a view to
giye effect to the deliberation of the States adopted
a 'Projet de Loi' entitled 'Loi relative aux droits
percus S11r les pierres exportces ' and req nested the
Bailiff to lay the' same before the States for their
approval ; that at an Assembly of the States holden
before Thomas Godfrey Carey, Esquire, Bailiff, on
the 29th November 1809 the States approved the
said 'Projet de Loi' in the form set forth in the
Schedule annexed to the Petition, and authorized
