 THE CHIEF PLEAS OF SARK,  in pursuance of their Resolutions of the 

8th July and 30th September, 2015, have approved the following provisions which, 

subject to the Sanction of Her Most Excellent Majesty in Council, shall have force 

of law in the Island of Sark. 

 

Amendment of the 2013 Law.  

1. (1)  The Road Traffic Offences (Motor Vehicles and Bicycles) 

(Sark) Law, 2013a is amended as follows.  

 

 (2) In section 15(1) and (5), immediately after the words "a 

motor vehicle" in each of those subsections, insert "other than an electric bicycle or 

an invalid carriage". 

 

 (3) In section 26, immediately after the definition of 

"construction vehicle", insert the following additional definition – 

 

""electric bicycle" has the meaning given in the Motor Vehicles
