Government of Alderney Law 2004  

(Order in Council III 2005), hereby orders:- 

  



Amendment to the Rules 2004 

1.  In the Court of Alderney (Costs and Fees) Rules 2004 (as amended), for the 

Schedule, substitute the schedule set out in the Schedule to these Rules. 

 

Repeal 

2.  The Court of Alderney (Costs and Fees) (Amendment) Rules 2008 are repealed. 

 

Citation 

3.  These Rules may be cited as the Court of Alderney (Costs and Fees) (Amendment) 

Rules 2016. 

 

Transitional Provisions 

4.  The Rules 2004 (as amended in 2008), and as amended by these Rules, have effect 

in relation to fees payable in respect of a proceeding or matter: 

a)  which is described in in the schedule set out in these Rules, and 

b)  which occurs or begins on or after the commencement date of these Rules, 

whether the action, to which the proceedings or matter relates, began before, on or 

after that date. 

 

Payment of fees: 

5.  All fees are due to “The Court of Alderney”. 

 

Commencement 

 

6.  These Rules shall come into force on the 1st day of January 2017

the Eviction Order and to transport it into 

storage for safe keeping; and 

c. The reasonable charges of any storage of 

the personalty removed from the 

premises; and 

d. The cost of publication of any notices.
