"YouR ~IA.JESTY having been pleased, by Your 
General Order of H.eference of the 21st day of 
.March, 1862, to refer unto this Committee the 
Humble Petition of Sir Edgar MacCulloch, Knig~t, 
Bailiff of Guernsey, in the name and on behalf of the 
States of Guernsey, dated the 4th day of December, 
1891, setting forth :-That up to the present time 
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unmarried women, widows, and women judicially 
separated from their husbands, although subject to 
the payment of rates for parochial purposes, have 
been debarred from voting in pari~h meetings in which 
the levying of such rates is decided upon :-That a 
Petition from a large number of women, being rate­
payers, praying the Royal Court to take their case 
into consideration having been presented to the said 
Court on the 31st of October last, a Projet de Loi or 
Bill, intituled "Loi donnant aux· Femmes le droit de 
noter dans les Assemblies Paroissiales," was adopted 
and ordered to be submitted to the States for their 
approval :-Tha.t at a meeting of the States holden 
before Your Petitioner on the 2nd day of December, 
1891, the above mentioned Projet de Loi or Bill was 
laid before them and approved of as set forth in the 
Schedule hereunto annexed. And most humbly 
praying that Your :Majesty would be graciously 
pleased to sanetion and ratify the said Prljet de Loi 
or Bill, and to declare it to be Your Royal Will aml 
Pleasure that the same shall have force of Law within 
the said Island of Guernsey. 

"THE Lemos OF THE Co~DIITTEE, in 
obedience to Your ~lajesty's said Order of 
Reference, have this day taken the said 
Petition into consideration, and do agree 
humbly to report as their opinion to Your 
Majesty that it may be advisable for Your 
Majesty to sanction and ratify the said Prqjet 
de Loi or Bill, and to declare Your Royal 
Will and Pleasure that the same shall have 
force of Law within the said Island of 
Guernsey." 

HER ll'IA,JESTY having taken the said report 
into consideration is pleased, by and with the advice 
of Her Privy Council, to sanction and ratify the 
said Projet de Loi and to order as it is hereby ordered 
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that the same shall have the force of Law within the 
Island of Guernsey. 

And Her Majesty doth hereby further direct that 
this Order and the said PNjet de Loi (a copy whereof 
is hereunto annexed), be entered upon the Hegister 
of the Island of Guernsey and observed accordingly. 
And the Lieutenant-Governor or Commander-in­
Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and 
J m·ats, and all other Her ~Iajesty's Officers for the 
time being in the said Island, and all other persons 
whom it may concern are to take notice and govern 
themselves accordingly.
