WHEREAS there was this day read at the Board a Loi par

Report from the R1ght Honourable the Lords of the Pr~cMures en 

Committee of Council for the Aftairs of Guernsey and cnme. 
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_....::.187::..:...;'1:...;.... _Jersey, dated the lith day of August, 1877, in the 
words following, viz.:-

" YouR MAJESTY having been pleased by Your 
General Order of Reference of the 21st day of March, 
1862, to refer unto this Committee the Humble 
Petition of Sir Peter Stafford Carey, Knight, Bailiff of 
Guernsey, setting forth :-That by an Order in Council 
of the date of the 19th of June, 1844, which was 
registered in the course of the following month, Your 
Majesty was graciously pleased to approve and ratify 
certain Ordinances which had been passed by the 
Court of Chief Pleas and afterwards approved by the 
States :-That one of the said Ordinances related to 
Criminal Proceedings :-That another of the said 
Ordinances related to the infraction of Ordinances :­
That in consequence of the amendments that have 
been made in the Criminal Law of Guernsey since 
these Ordinances came in force, the provisions con­
tained in them being no longer applicable to the state 
of the law, it has been considered requisite that certain 
alterations should be made in them :-That it has 
been deemed also that there are some further amend­
ments that it would be desirable to introduce :-That 
on the 12th day of February, in the year 1876, Your 
Majesty was graciously pleased, by and with the 
advice of Your Privy Council, to grant Your Royal 
Sanction to a Bill or Projet, intituled, "Loi relative a 
l'Infraction des Ordonnances" :-That the said Law 
of 1876 is in substance intimately connected with one 
of the two Ordinances above mentioned :-That on 
the 23rd day of June, in the year 1877, the Royal 
Court, with a view to meet the requirements above 
pointed out, adopted a Bill or Projet de Loi, intituled, 
" Loi par rapport aux Procedures en Crime," as a 
substitute for the two Ordinances above mentioned, 
and at the same time incorporated therein the 
provisions of the Law of 1876 :-That at a meeting 
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duly holden before your Petitioner on the 16th day 1877. 

of July, 1877, the States passed a vote whereby they 
approved the said Bill or Projet in the form set 
forth in the Schedule hereunto annexed. And humbly 
praying that Your Majesty may be graciously pleased 
to grant Your Royal Sanction to the said Bill or 
Projet, intituled, "Loi par rapport aux Procedures en 
Ori1ne," and to declare Your Royal will and pleasure 
that the same shall, from the time of its registration 
by the Royal Court, be in force as a law of the 
Bailiwick of Guernsey." 

"THE LoRDS OF THE CoMMITTEE, in obe­
dience to Your Majesty's said Order of Refer­
ence, have this day taken into consideration 
the said Petition and the said Projet de Loi, 
and do agree humbly to report as their opinion 
to Your Majesty that it may be advisable for 
Your Majesty to approve of and ratify the 
said Projet de Loi, ~and to declare that the 
same shall have the force of law within the 
Bailiwick of the Island of Guernsey." 

HER MAJESTY having taken the said Report into 
consideration is pleased, by and with the advice of 
Her Privy Council, to approve of and ratify the 
said Projet de Loi, and to order, as it is hereby 
ordered, that the same shall have the force of Law 
within the Bailiwick of the Island of Guernsey. 

And Her Majesty doth hereby further direct that 
this Order and the said Projet de Loi (a copy whereof 
is hereunto annexed), be entered upon the Register 
of the Island of Guernsey and observed accordingly. 
And the Lieutenant-Governor or Commander-in-Chief 
of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and J urats, and 
all other Her Majesty's Officers fo~ the time being in 
the said Island, and all other persons whom it may 
concern, are to take notice and govern themselves 
accordingly.
