1. Tout propriétaire de fils téléphoniques qui passent au-dessus de la
voie ferrée électrique sera tenu soit de les passer au-dessous de la dite voie ferrée,

soit de les couvrir et fixer de la maniere indiquée dans la Cédule ci-annexée sous
peine d'une amende qui n'excédera pas [level 1 on the uniform scale], et de la
confiscation des fils téléphoniques dans le cas du refus de tel propriétaire de se
conformer aux dispositions de la présente ordonnance.

NOTE

In Article 1, the words and figure in square brackets were substituted by the
Uniform Scale of Fines (Bailiwick of Guernsey) Law, 1989, section 2(2),
with effect from 1st July, 1989.

Telephone wires passing over the Electric Railway line must be individually
well insulated with vulcanized indiarubber, with a covering of braided hemp over
the rubber. The several wires shall then be twisted into a cable which shall in turn
be covered with tape and braided thickly over all. This cable shall be lashed to a
suspender consisting of five strands of No. 16 galvanized steel wires. This
suspender shall be stretched between supports not more than fifty yards apart, and
its attachments must be made perfectly secure. Both ends of the steel suspender
shall be connected to earth at the supports.
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
