“That, at a meeting of the States of Alderney on 10th January, 2018 the States               
approved a Projet de Loi entitled the Gambling (Alderney) (Amendment) Law, 2018            
and requested the President to present a most humble Petition to Your Majesty in             
Council praying for Your Royal Sanction to it. That the Projet de Loi is as set forth in                  
the attached Schedule. The Petition most humbly prays that Your Majesty might be             
graciously pleased to sanction the Gambling (Alderney) (Amendment) Law, 2018 and           
to order that it shall have force of law in the Island of Alderney.  

“The Committee have considered the Projet de Loi and have agreed to report            
that it may be advisable for Your Majesty to approve and ratify it.” 

Her Majesty, having taken the report into consideration, was pleased, by and           
with the advice of Her Privy Council, to approve and ratify the Projet de Loi (a copy                 
of which is annexed to this Order) and to order that it, together with this Order, shall                 
have the force of law in the Island of Alderney; and shall be entered on the Register of                  
the Island of Guernsey and observed accordingly.

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PROJET DE LOI 

ENTITLED 

 

The Gambling (Alderney) (Amendment) Law, 2018 

 

 THE STATES OF ALDERNEY, in pursuance of their Resolution of the 10th 

day of January, 2018, have approved the following provisions which, subject to the 

Sanction of Her Most Excellent Majesty in Council, shall have force of law in the 

Island of Alderney. 

 

Amendment of the 1999 Law. 

1. (1) In section 1(1) of the Gambling (Alderney) Law, 1999a ("the 

1999 Law"), for "three other members" substitute "a minimum of three and a 

maximum of five other members". 

 

 (2) In section 4 of the 1999 Law, after "No member, officer or 

servant of the Commission is personally liable in any civil proceedings" insert ", and 

no liability shall be incurred by the Commission,". 

 

Interpretation. 

 2. (1) In this Law - 

 

"enactment" includes a Law, an Ordinance and any subordinate 

legislation and includes any provision or portion of a Law, an Ordinance or

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any subordinate legislation,  

 

"the States" means the States of Alderney, and 

  

"subordinate legislation" means any regulation, rule, order, rule of 

court, resolution, scheme, byelaw or other instrument made under any 

statutory, customary or inherent power and having legislative effect, but 

does not include an Ordinance. 

 

  (2) The Interpretation (Guernsey) Law, 1948b applies to the 

interpretation of this Law. 

 

  (3) Any reference in this Law to an enactment is a reference 

thereto as from time to time amended, re-enacted (with or without modification), 

extended or applied. 

 

Citation. 

 3. This Law may be cited as the Gambling (Alderney) (Amendment) 

Law, 2018. 

 

Commencement. 

 4. This Law shall come into force on the day appointed by Ordinance of 

the States; and different dates may be appointed for different provisions and for 

different purposes.
