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The [Married Couples (Joint Accounts) (Sark) Law, 1975]

THE CHIEF PLEAS OF SARK, in pursuance of their Resolution of the
third day of October, nineteen hundred and seventy-three, have approved the
following provisions which, subject to the Sanction of Her Most Excellent Majesty in
Council, shall have force of law in the Island of Sark.

Monies in securities standing in joint names of spouses on death of either.

1. Q) For the avoidance of doubt it is hereby declared that any
deposit in any post office or other bank, any annuity, sum, share, stock, debenture,
debenture stock or other interest standing in the joint names of a [married couple] at
the time of death of either of them shall, unless and until the contrary is proved, be

deemed to be the absolute property of the survivor of them.

(2) Nothing in subsection (1) of this section shall be construed so

as to derogate from any provision contained in or made under any other enactment.

2. (1) This Law may be cited as the [Married Couples (Joint
Accounts) (Sark) Law, 1975].

3) This Law shall come into force on the seventh day next
following the date of the registration of this Law on the Records of the Island of

Guernsey.
