Article 4 (not "sections 4 and 5" as shown, incorrectly, in the Prescription
(Amendment) (Guernsey) Law, 1997, section 2) was repealed by the
Prescription (Amendment? (Guernsey) Law, 1997, section 2, with effect
from 19th January, 1998.

The Law received Royal Sanction on 13th December, 1889 and was
registered on the Records of the Island of Guernsey and came into force in
the Island of Guernsey on 4th January, 1890.
